Mr Churchill was a leader who said today is Victory in Europe.
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VE Day which stands for Victory of Europe Day, was the day

on which allied forces announced the surrender of Germany in
Europe on May 8th, 1945. It marked the end of Adolf Hitler’s reign and
was a cause for celebration all over the world.

S At 3pm that day, Prime Minister Winston Churchill told the nation
that the war was over. In London, a crowd of 50,000 celebrated the
momentous event in Piccadilly Circus, cheering and waving flags in
the street. This year is particularly poignant, given that it's the 75th
anniversary of VE Day. There would have been lots of shared celebrations this week but maybe
you can do some learning and celebrating at home .

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Task 1:

The medal can be any shape or size with this
design criteria included:

Annotations onh your drawing to explain your choices (like the picture above)

Task 2: (This task might be easier for the younger children)

To create a medal for someone you think is a Hero at this current time. This could be a doctor, nurse, farmer, postman or
someone in your family.

Annotations onh your drawing to explain your choices (like the picture above)
