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Curriculum Map: How have holidays changed over time?

History

As Historians this half term, the children will
observe some of the key features of a seaside
holiday when our grandparents were children
e.g. Punch and Judy shows, grandstands.
They will also interview a visitor to select key
information about seaside holidays. Year 2 will
use different sources to compare and contrast
information and reach a conclusion about
holidays from the past.

Science

The science topic this half term is
‘Plants.” As Scientists, the children are
going to identify and describe the basic
structures of common flowering plants
including trees. They will also observe
and describe how seeds and bulbs grow
into mature plants including investigating
what plants need to grow.

Outdoor learning

We are going to do a tree and plant survey
in the school grounds and beyond to collect
data as part of our Science learning. The
children will present their data in online
graphs.

PSHE & RSE

Our focus this half term is ‘computing and
healthy relationships’. The children will develop
an understanding of computers, the internet and
rules to keep safe. They will also explore and
understand how online activities can affect others
and be able to identify the positives and
negatives of using technology.

RE

During this half term we will be exploring
what Jews believe. The children will select
and understand stories used in Jewish
celebrations like Chanukah. They will also
recall examples of how some Jewish people
might remember God in different ways
including with a mezuzah and on Shabbat.
Our Core Value this half term is
Compassion.

Music

The focus for our musicians this half term is
‘Combining Pulse, Rhythm and Pitch’. The
children will use their knowledge of sounds
to experiment. They will recognise and
explore how different sounds can be
organised and will make simple suggestions
about what could make their own work better
e.g. play faster or louder

British Values

Our British Values are linked to our
classroom rules. This half term we are going
to explore the value of ‘mutual respect’. We
will be sharing the text ‘We are Britain!” and
look at how diverse where we live is.

Computing

As Computers, we are going to be grouping
data and information. The children will
observe how to label objects online and will
classify objects in different ways. They will
also compare and contrast groups of objects
to be able to answer questions.

Art & Design

As Artists, the children will experiment with
various printing techniques including designing
and making their own printing block inspired by
Andy Warhol. They will create patterns by
printing from objects using more than one colour
e.g. repeating patterns.
